Students completing the Vocational Nursing program and passing the National Council Licensure Examination will have job entry skills for Licensed Vocational
Nursing. Students planning to enter the LVN Program must be U.S. high school graduates or equivalent (GED or official transcript evaluation) and complete the
Allied Health clinical courses. After completing the general education requirements, students will qualify for the Associate of Science Degree.
