(1) FIRST TIME TO COLLEGE: STUDENT WHO HAS NEVER ATTENDED COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY AFTER
GRADUATING FROM HIGH SCHOOL OR COMPLETING GED OR EQUIVALENT

(2) DUAL ENROLLED CCAP: HS STUDENT (GRADE 9-12) ENROLLED IN GAVILAN COURSES THAT ARE
A PART OF REGULAR HS SCHEDULE.

(3) DUAL ENROLLED GECA: HS STUDENT (GRADE 9-12) ATTENDING MIDDLE COLLEGE AT
DR. TJ OWENS GILROY EARLY COLLEGE ACADEMY.

(4) NON CCAP HS STUDENT: ANY HS STUDENT (GRADE 9-12) TAKING A GAVILAN COURSE
OUTSIDE THEIR REGULAR HIGH SCHOOL SCHEDULE.

FIRST TIME TO COLLEGE, CONTINUING, AND RETURNING STUDENTS ASSIGNED TO PRIORITY 1,

EARNED UNITS
GOOD STANDING – STUDENT WHO IS NOT ON ACADEMIC OR PROGRESS PROBATION FOR
TWO OR MORE CONSECUTIVE TERMS
100 EARNED UNITS – DEGREE APPLICABLE UNITS, EXCLUDING 30 UNITS FROM BASIC SKILLS OF
ESL CLASSES.
